	Meet Rules and Promoter's Conditions




1. The Competition will be held under ASA Laws and ASA Technical Rules.  The competition will operate under the 'One Start Rule', and in the interests of time, 'Over the top' starts may operate at the discretion of the referee.

2. The Meet has been licensed at Level 3 by the ASA.  This means that the event is subject to upper limit qualifying times. 
3. The closing date is Monday  12th December 2011.  Confirmation of accepted entries will be returned as soon as possible after this date.  

4. All clubs entering 10 or more swimmers must, as a condition of acceptance with their swims, give the name and contact details of one Level 1 Licensed and one Level 2 licensed Judges to support with officiating during the Meet.

5. Selection of swimmers will be based on their submitted entry time for each event.  The submitted entry time shall be based on a 25m pool; all lc times to be converted by the use of the published ASA equivalent tables.  The entry time must be slower than upper limit time as defined in the attached table.  Any submitted entry times which are faster than the upper limit time will be considered invalid and the entry fee will be forfeited. There are no lower qualifying times, but entry times must still be submitted, when available. Swimmers with “no time” may be considered, at the Promoter’s discretion, if entry numbers allow (if rejected, such entries will be refunded as in paragraph 7)
6. The promoter reserves the right to return entries if events are oversubscribed based on submitted entry times:

a. Each event will be swum with mixed age groups and will be seeded on fastest entry times, and the final heat will be spearheaded.

b. Each individual age group will be given a proportion of the event based on the number of valid entries received, although age groups are combined (see programme of events).

c. Shortfalls in one age group will be made up by swims in another age group (at promoter's discretion).

d. Entries where there is “no time” will be rejected ahead of those with slowest entry times.

7. Refunds will be only be given where:


It has been necessary to restrict entries. 


Any other circumstances will be reviewed by the promoter, whose decision is final.


No refunds will be given for incorrect entries.

8. The pool length is 50 metres, 8 lanes with anti-turbulence lane dividers and Omega electronic timing.  The minimum pool depth is 2 metres.

9. A warm up session will be available before the start of each session.  See programme for timings.

10. The age groups are: 9/10, 11/12, 13/14, 15 and over, except for 100m events for which the youngest age is 10yrs. Ages as at 15th January 2012
11. The events will incorporate all age groups and age group winners will be on HDW (heat declared winner) basis for all events. The 200m fly may be swum with boys and girls together if there are not many entries to give better competition for the swimmers.
12. Time trials may be available to swimmers at the promoter's discretion.

13. Awards will be given to the first three swimmers in each event in each combined age group (as in paragraph 10 above).  Awards can be collected from the Trophy Table during the course of the meet.  Awards not collected will not normally be sent on.

14.  All competitors must sign in before the start of the warm-up.  Failure to do so may result in a swimmer not being accepted for that event.

15. Swimmers must report to the Clerks of the Course when instructed to do so.  Any competitor not reporting in time may be excluded.

16. A maximum of 2 Team Managers / Coaches per Club will be allowed on poolside.  Passes may be applied for with the entry forms.  A Coach Pass includes admission to poolside, programme and a buffet meal between the afternoon and evening sessions.  Passes will be included in the Coach’s Pack, which may be collected from the Information Table in the Reception area.  The Pack will also include any updated information.

17. Rushmoor Royals SC adhere to the ASA Child Protection Policy Recommendations- Any person wishing to engage in any type of photography - Video, Zoom, Close Range Photography, or using a mobile phone camera should register their details with staff at the spectator entry desk before carrying out any such photography. 
18. All visiting clubs must ensure that team managers/coaches and officials comply with the ASA Child Protection Policy
19. Entries for this Meet will be held on a computer and consent, as required by the Data Protection Act, to the holding of personal information on computer will be deemed to have been given by submission of entry.

20. For security purposes, coaches need to sign their swimmers in at reception on arrival (i.e. club and number of swimmers.)  Spectators are also required to sign in on arrival.

21. Lockers (£1 coin, returnable) are available between the changing rooms and pool, and should be used to minimise poolside clutter.  No valuables should be left unattended.  The promoter cannot accept liability for any losses or damage that may occur.  Please note that the centre will be open to its members to use other sports facilities.

22. The promoter reserves the right to refuse admission to any person.

23. Any situation not covered by the above meet notes will be handled at the discretion of the promoter, who also reserve the right to make any changes that may be considered necessary for the safety, smooth running and discipline of the event.
